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Bob Babbitt is the co-founder of The Gen A Network and Competitor Publishing, which reaches over 3 million readers nationwide on a monthly basis through 16 regional fitness magazines. Competitor Publishing created the Official Program for the 1998 ESPN Winter X Games and for the past 15 years has created the Official Program for the Super Bowl of multi-sport, the Ford Ironman Triathlon World Championship. 

Outside of publishing, Babbitt hosts a weekly radio show on the 50,000 watt Southern California based Superstation The Mighty XX, radio home of the Anaheim Mighty Ducks and the San Diego Padres. The show, which began in 1990, is called THE COMPETITORS and the focus is on endurance sports. The website www.competitorradio.com showcases classic interviews with legendary athletes from Lance Armstrong to Carl Lewis.
On the television side, he has co-hosted a number of events for ESPN including the IronKids Triathlon Championships, the San Diego Marathon, The PowerBar XTreme Golf Open, The Muddy Buddy World Championship as well as Ironman events in Canada, Germany, Lake Placid and the Canary Islands. 
Babbitt is one of the three founders of the Challenged Athletes Foundation (www.challengedathletes.org ), an organization that has helped over 1,800 disabled athletes worldwide. The charity has raised over $8 million dollars since 1993 and has attracted the support of Academy Award winner Robin Williams, plus Jim Carrey, David James Elliot and Will Ferrell.
Babbitt is the creator of the Land Rover Certified Muddy Buddy Ride and Run Series (www.muddybuddy.com) , which in 2006 features eight events around the country and will attract over 12,000 participants plus national features in The Washington Post, The New York Times  and National Geographic Adventure Magazine.
Babbitt has authored five books. His first was with six time Ironman champion Mark Allen, his second with duathon champion Ken Souza, his third, entitled “Workouts for Working People” was a lifetime fitness book featuring Mark Allen and Julie Moss. 

His fourth, “You Don’t Have To Be Thin To Win” was with Judy Molnar, the coach of Rosie O’Donnell’s Chub Club and his fifth book “25 Years of the Ironman Triathlon World Championship,” is now in it’s second printing.
A graduate of the University of Illinois (1973), Babbitt is a six time finisher of the Ironman Triathlon World Championship and has completed over 30 marathons and over 150 triathlons. 
He became the tenth inductee into the Ironman Triathlon Hall of Fame in 2001.
